They do not carry your 
responsibility. They help you learn how to carry it well.

A mentor:

Points out gaps you don’t see
Helps you polish how you show up
Teaches timing, tone, and strategy

PS: Not everyone senior is a mentor.

The right mentor is someone who has learned from experience, lives 
with integrity, and is willing to tell you the truth, even when it is 
uncomfortable.
